The meeting of the Planning Commission was called to order by Aaron Cheeley at 7:00 p.m.  The following Planning Commission members were found to be present:  Ann Harren, Aaron Cheeley, April Stadtler and Bill Foss.  Planning Commission member Mike Kathman was not present.  Others present: Planning Consultant, John Anderson.

 
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

A MOTION WAS MADE BY Ann Harren, SECONDED BY April Stadtler, TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

dlb aSSOCIATES PRELIMINaRY AND FINAL PLAT APPROVAL SCHURMAN RETAIL ADDITION 
The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:01 p.m.  John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  He also stated a meeting took place between the applicant and City staff on May 23 regarding the storm water runoff and revised plans were received on the afternoon of May 27 showing the roof water from the building will be directed into the ground rather than into the public storm water system.  John Anderson also stated he has not received any feedback regarding the new plans from the City engineer at this time.  No other comments were received and an employee of Alpha Development, representing the applicant, was present.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 7:06 p.m.

A motion was made by Aaron CheelEy, seconded by Ann Harren, TO APPROVE THE PRELIMINARY AND FINAL PLAT OF SCHURMAN RETAIL ADDITION LOCATED IN THE C-1 DOWNTOWN COMMERCIAL DISTRICT ON PROPERTY LOCATED ON BLOCK 22 OF the ORIGINAL TOWNSITE (NOW cITY) OF COLD SPRING with the attached conditions AS PRESENTED.  Motion Passed 4-0.    

REZONE PROPERTY OWNED BY THE COLD SPRING GRANITE COMPANY FROM I-2 GENERAL INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT TO C-1 DOWNTOWN COMMERCIAL DISTRICT.
The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:10 p.m.  John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request and stated that the heading for Ordinance No. 298 needed to be changed by adding Blocks E & F to include all the blocks being rezoned.  He also stated it was the intent of the City that when the owners of the property, Cold Spring Granite, bring plans for redevelopment forward to be reviewed, that the City would look to rezone the property at that time to match the plans brought forward.  The purpose for the rezone at this time is to limit the ability of another industrial property from locating on the property by rezoning the property from I-2, General Industrial to C-1, Downtown Commercial.  No other comments were received.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 7:13 p.m. 

A motion was made by Aaron CheelEy, seconded by Bill Foss, TO APPROVE oRDINANCE nO. 298 REZONING PROPERTY FROM i-2 gENERAL iNDUSTRIAL dISTRICT TO C-1 downtown commercial district.  Motion Passed 4-0.    

ORDINANCE 297 amending subdivision regulations

The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:14 p.m.  John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Numerous changes were suggested to be made on the draft before the Planning Commission.  Bill Foss questioned the width of the local streets and suggested that in the older areas of the City, if reconstruction occurs, the streets should be allowed to remain the current width of the existing street if it does not meet these requirements.  John Anderson stated that the current practice of the City is not being changed and it was mentioned that there is a section that allows street widths and right-of-way widths to be reduced if unique features would require it.  It was also discussed if sidewalks should be required on both sides of major local streets or on only one side.  The recommendation was to require sidewalks on both sides of major local streets.  Proposed Subdivision 8, Street Designations and Subdivision 9, Street Naming were completely removed and Section 320.90 Performance Security Requirements for Improvement Projects was added to reference the current City of Cold Spring Municipal Policy 2200 that was approved on April 11, 2006, replacing the language in regards to the payment for installation of improvements, agreement providing for the private installation of improvements, financing and participation by the City and financial guarantee.  Chairperson Cheeley closed the public hearing at 8:04 p.m. 

A MOTION WAS MADE BY AARON CHEELEY, SECONDED BY ANN HARREN, TO APPROVE ORDINANCE NO. 297 AMENDING SECTION 320:18 PERTAINING TO DEFINITIONS; AMENDING SECTION 320:43 PERTAINING TO SIDEWALKS AND TRAILS; AND REPEALING SECTIONS 320:39 PERTAINING TO STREETS AND THOROUGHFARES AND 320:42 PERTAINING TO ALLEYS AND REPLACING WITH SECTION 320:39 STREETS AND ALLEYS AND ADDING SECTION 320:90 PERTAINING TO PERFORMANCE SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS.  THE MOTION INCLUDED THAT SIDEWALKS BE PLACED ON BOTH SIDES OF MAJOR LOCAL STREETS.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A MOTION WAS MADE BY aNN hARREN, SECONDED BY April STadtler, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE MARCH 24, 2008 PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING.  MOTION PASSED 4-0.

MISCELLANEOUS

A potential property owner in the PUD in the Business Park had questions regarding the PUD requirements, which the Commission discussed and clarified.  It was determined that windows in overhead doors will not be considered as meeting the required windows for the front of the buildings.  The windows on all sides must be placed at a normal height, and may not be raised abnormally even for security reasons.  It was agreed that different vendors could be used for the exterior steel, so long as they matched reasonably closely.
