CITY COUNCIL APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA

A.  Approval of Minutes – 6-27-2007
motion was made by ramler, seconded by kathman, to approve the minutes of the june 27, 2007 city council meeting.  motion passed 3-0.

B.  Approval of Fireworks at Gluek Distribution Center

motion was made by ramler, seconded by kathman, To approve the fireworks display permit for Gluek brewing company for Saturday, july 28, 2007.  motion passed 3-0.

C.  Approval of American Legion’s Licenses for Hometown Pride Days

motion was made by ramler, seconded by kathman, to approve a license pursuant to section 405 of city code to the cold spring american legion for alcohol sales for hometown pride days on friday, july 27, 2007 and saturday, july 28, 2007; furthermore, to waive the fee contemplated in section 405:05; also, to approve an “off premise on-sale intoxicating license for a community festival” for the cold spring american legion for saturday, july 28, 2007 at gluek’s distribution center.  motion passed 3-0.

REPORT ON TRAINING SESSIONS AT SJU

Ann Harren, Aaron Cheely, Mike Kathman, Bill Foss and Gary Theisen provided the group with a summary and update on recent land use trainings attended.

CONSIDERATION OF BEE KEEPING PROVISIONS

Andy and Lee Gladitsch, 628 Emma Drive, Cold Spring, were present to provide the City Council and Planning Commission background information and answer questions relative to domestic bee keeping within the city.  Andy has taken up beekeeping as a hobby and has one hive and is looking to expand to a second colony.  Discussion centered around the number of bees, travel patterns and regulations.  Andy will research items related to beekeeping and provide the City will additional information.  The Council and Commission discussed the possibility of modifying the Zoning Ordinance to allow for up to 2-3 colonies within City limits.  No action was taken relative to this item.

FINALIZE HOUSING OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES (CHAPTER 6)
Larry Lahr and Karin Tank reviewed the Housing Objectives and Policies for the 2007 Comprehensive Plan with the group.  Discussion followed related to each objective and goal.

GRUMPY’S BAR EXTERIOR SIDING DISCUSSION

Larry Lahr provided the group with information relative to a recent exterior façade change at Grumpy’s.  The west side of Grumpy’s was being resided with corrugated metal without the issuance of a building permit.  The owner has ceased construction and may be seeking a variance to allow the use of an unapproved exterior material.  The group consensus indicated that members would not be in favor of approving a variance from the exterior building materials requirement in the C-1 District.

CITY COUNCIL APPROVAL OF ACCOUNTS PAYABLE

MOTION MADE BY KATHMAN, SECONDED BY KLEMEK, To approve payment of the accounts payable according to the list totaling $109,907.27 and supplemental list totaling $732,148.03, presented by City staff INCLUDING $19,880 FOR REPLACEMENT UV DINFECTION SYSTEM BULBS AT THE WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT.  MOTION CARRIED 3-1, WITH MEMBERS GIINTHiR OBSTAINING AND RAMLER VOTING IN THE NEGATIVE.
