1. Size.  Temporary Signs shall not exceed 32 square feet and the advertisement contained on any Temporary Sign must pertain to the business conducted on the premises on which the sign is located.

2. Time limits.  A Temporary Sign is permitted no more than four times in any calendar year for a time period not exceeding a total of thirty (30) days.  There shall be no more than one Temporary Sign per parcel at any one time.  For example, if a parcel had installed a Temporary Sign in January for 30 days, they would not be allowed to install another sign until the following January.  Be aware that if your sign is installed at a date later than listed here, it still expires 30 days from the date that you specify here.

3. Placement.  Temporary signs shall not be located as to obstruct with vehicular traffic or visibility for vehicles at intersections, and the clear space for pedestrian passage shall not be reduced to less than four feet on any sidewalk.  Temporary signs shall be secured in a manner as to prevent them from being moved or blown over by the wind.  Describe the location here.  Example: North wall of building, 8’ above pavement, hung from hooks in wall.

4. Type.  Temporary signs shall have no more than two faces.  There shall be no more than one freestanding portable sign, unless the business is part of a multi-tenant development.  Temporary signs shall be professionally made (no handwritten banners, for instance) and constructed of durable, weather-resistant materials and shall be maintained in good condition.  Describe the type (banner, portable, etc.) of sign here.  Fluorescent colors are not permitted.
