The meeting of the Planning Commission was called to order by Aaron Cheeley at 7:00 p.m.  The following Planning Commission members were found to be present: Mike Kathman, Ann Harren, Aaron Cheeley, April Stadtler and Bill Foss.  Others present: Planning Consultant, John Anderson.

 
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

A MOTION WAS MADE BY Mike Kathman, SECONDED BY Ann Harren TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

dlb aSSOCIATES SITE AND BUILDING PLAN REVIEW, BLOCK 22 OF the ORIGINAL TOWNSITE
Discussion of the request began at 7:05 p.m.  John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Bill Foss commented as to whether the access to Red River Avenue could only exit going north and not be able to cross traffic going south.  Discussion on limiting street parking adjacent to the access to allow for a clear site line for people existing onto Red River Avenue was also discussed.  Bill Foss questioned as to whether an easement was signed or granted by the owners of the Super Valu building allowing traffic to exit into their parking lot.  At this time it was not known if this has been finalized.  Additional discussion in regards to the setback of the building from 1st Street South and whether that area could be landscaped with grass rather than be paved to help with the drainage issue.  It was noted that the storm sewer line in 1st Street South is undersized and on-site water treatment may be needed.  A memo from Jeremy Mathiasen, dated March 24, 2008, regarding the engineering issues of the request was presented to the Planning Commission.  The curbing and islands were also discussed as to landscaping these islands and curbing the edges of the property. 

A motion was made by Mike Kathman, seconded by Ann Harren, TO APPROVE THE SITE AND BUILDING PLANS OF A COMMERCIAL BUILDING IN THE C-1 DOWNTOWN COMMERCIAL DISTRICT ON PROPERTY LOCATED ON BLOCK 22 OF the ORIGINAL TOWNSITE (NOW cITY) OF COLD SPRING with the attached conditions AS PRESENTED.  Motion Passed 5-0.    
General discussion of a possible apartment building location on property guided for open space/recreation and Commercial use in the Comprensive plan
John Anderson summarized the proposal relative to the request.  Discussion centered on access to the site and preserving the wooded area as a buffer between the existing single family to the north and the proposed commercial to the south.  It was the general consensus that this property should not be pursued as an apartment complex.
