The meeting of the Planning Commission was called to order by Aaron Cheeley at 7:00 p.m.  The following Planning Commission members were found to be present:  Ann Harren, Aaron Cheeley, April Stadtler, Mike Kathman and Bill Foss.  Absent: none.  Others present: Planning Consultant, John Anderson.

 
APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

A MOTION WAS MADE BY Ann Harren, SECONDED BY Mike Kathman TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

Zoning Ordinance Amendments Public Hearing, Accessory Uses & Fences
The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:01 p.m.    John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request and stated he has not received any feedback regarding the ordinance amendment at this time.  No public comments were received.  Chairperson Cheely closed the public hearing at 7:04 p.m.

A motion was made by Mike Kathman, seconded by April Stadtler, TO RECOMMEND APPROVAL OF ordinance no. 299 TO THE CITY COUNCIl, and ordinance amending SECTION 6, SUBDIVISION 3; SECTION 5, SUBDIVISION 3, SUBPART B; and SECTION 17, SUBDIVISION 6, SUBPART K of the zoning ordinance as presented.  Motion Passed 5-0.    

Public Hearing on zoning ordinance Amendments, Shoreland District 

The public hearing was opened by Chairperson Cheeley at 7:05 p.m.  John Anderson summarized the status of the revisions to Section 15, Shoreland Distirct and due to some recent discussion with Dan Lais of the DNR, Mr. Anderson recommended that the public hearing should be continued to the August 25, 2008 Planning Commission meeting so all the correct changes can be incorporated in the Ordinance.  No public comments were received.    

A motion was made by Mike Kathman, seconded by Ann harren, TO continue the publiC hearing FOR ORDINANCE nO. 300 to the august 25, 2008 Planning Commission meeting.  Motion Passed 5-0.    

ASSUMPTION HOME SITE & BUILDING PLAN REVIEW – ADDITION AND REMODELING 

John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  Mr. Anderson stated that the applicant will be submitting applications for Preliminary and Final Plats, vacation of drainage and utility easements and a Special Use permit for the August 25, 2008 Planning Commission meeting.  Jan Luthens of the Assumption home was present to answer any questions.  Discussion took place in regards to the use of the facility and Ms. Luthens stated it will be nursing home facilities with a memory loss unit on the lower level.  
A MOTION WAS MADE BY MIKE KATHMAN, SECONDED BY ANN HARREN, TO APPROVE PLANNIG COMMISSSION RESOLUTION 2008-04, RECOMMENDING APPROVAL TO THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE SITE AND BUILDING PLANS AS PRESENTED WITH THE ATTACHED CONDITIONS.   MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
TOM KERN application for installation of a FENCE IN THE C-3 DISTRICT 

John Anderson summarized the materials and planning memo relative to the request.  The applicant, Tom Kern was present and available to answer any questions.  Mr. Anderson stated the request meets requirements of the Zoning Ordinance and could be approved with the following conditions:

1. That the finished side of the fence is facing outwards from the property.

2. That the material is an approved material according to the Zoning Ordinance.

3. That the applicant verify the exact property boundaries by means of a property survey in order install the fence either on the property or property line and that the applicant can maintain the fence on the outside.

4. That the fence is not located within any designated easements unless approved by the zoning administrator.

5. That no signage is displayed on the fence.

6. That all vehicles stored on the site are contained within the fence before building permit approval.

7. If any vegetative screening is installed outside the fence it is approved by the City before installation. 

Mr. Anderson also stated that a building permit would have to be applied for and received before construction of the fence could take place.  Mr. Kern stated that the fence is going to have new sheeting that will replace the old sheeting on the existing fence and the fence will remain in the same location the current fence is now.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY AARON CHEELY, SECONDED BY ANN HARREN, TO APPROVE THE FENCE INSTALLATION WITH THE CONDITIONS STATED ABOVE.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
DAVID AND DONNA VOGT MINOR SUBDIVISION IN THE C-3, HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT

John Anderson summarized the materials relative to the request.  Mr. Anderson stated that if the minor subdivision was approved as submitted, two non-conforming lots would be created.  The minimum lot size in the C-3, Highway Commercial District is 20,000 square feet and the proposed lot sizes are 17,558 square feet and 12,792 square feet.  Mr. Anderson also stated that one of the lots would be a land locked parcel with no frontage on a public right-of-way and would not meet the minimum width requirement of 80 feet.  Mr. Anderson recommended that approval should not be granted under the following application and that if approval was to be granted it would need to have a variance request submitted and approved along with the minor subdivision since non-conforming lots are being created.    Discussion took place in regards to the timing of these lots being combined into one parcel and at what time the property was purchased by the applicant.    Discussion of tabling the request for more information took place and if a variance request should be submitted.   
A MOTION WAS MADE BY AARON CHEELY, SECONDED BY MIKE KATHMAN, TO TABLE THE REQUEST UNTIL THE AUGUST 25, 2008 PLANNIG COMMISSSION MEETING TO RECEIVE MORE INFORMATION.   MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A MOTION WAS MADE BY MIKE KATHMAN, SECONDED BY ANN HARREN, TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE MAY 27, 2008 PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
