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Tuesday, September 26, 2017 COLD SPRING CITY COUNCIl MINUTES

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dave Heinen at 6:30 p.m.  The following City Council members were found to be present: Mayor Dave Heinen, and Council Members Jayme Knapp, Shannon Miller, Doug Schmitz and Gary Theisen. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA
MOTION WAS MADE BY THEISEN, SECONDED By KNAPP, To approve the agenda of the SEPTEMBER 26, 2017 city council meeting.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

MOTION WAS MADE BY MILLER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, To approve the minutes of the SEPTEMBER 12, 2017 CITY COUNCIL MEETING AS PRESENTED.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
B.  Request by Church of Sts. Peter & Paul for Off-Site Gambling Permit – Resolution 2017-43
MOTION WAS MADE BY MILLER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2017-43 A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN OFF-SITE GAMBLING PERMIT FOR THE CHURCH OF STS. PETER & PAUL FOR NOVEMBER 4, 2017.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
ADOPT PROPOSED 2018 PRELIMINARY LEVY – RESOLUTION 2017-41
Murphy explained that the resolution presented shows the levy rate increase of 2.52% as the Council had discussed.  
MOTION WAS MADE BY THEISEN, SECONDED BY KNAPP, TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 2017-41, A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE PRELIMINARY 2018 TAX LEVY, COLLECTIBLE IN 2018.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
CONGRESSIONAL UPDATE
Stacy Morse, the District Director for Congressman Tom Emmer gave the Council a brief update on issues being discussed at the federal level including tax reform, a mining amendment, the Farm Bill and the extension of the National Flood Insurance Program. 
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT 
A. Replacement Rifle Purchase 

Chief Blum stated that the department currently has three Vietnam era M16 rifles remaining from a government surplus grant that he would like to replace with new rifles with grip accessories.  He explained that once the new rifles are received he would contact the government to return the M16 rifles. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY MILLER, SECONDED BY THEISEN, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF THREE REPLACEMENT RIFLES WITH GRIP ACCESSORIES FROM ALEX PRO FIREARMS FOR A TOTAL OF $2,610.00 AND FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID OUT OF THE EQUIPMENT BUDGET LINE ITEM 6311.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
B.  Purchase of Replacement Optics for Five Rifles Due to a Recall from Eotech

Chief Blum explained that there had been a recall for the optics that are mounted on five of the rifles.  He stated that a refund of $2,220 was received through the recall and a price quote has been obtained for replacement optics. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY SCHMITZ, SECONDED BY KNAPP, TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF FIVE REPLACEMENT AIMPOINT PATROL RIFLE OPTICS AND MOUNTING HARDWARE FROM STREICHERS FOR A TOTAL OF $2,185.00 AND FURTHERMORE TO BE PAID OUT OF FUND 29.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR REPORT
A.  Service Line Installation for Froehle Pivot 
Stueve explained that three quotes were obtained for the cost to run an electric service line to the Froehle’s irrigator.  

MOTION WAS MADE BY MILLER, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE THE LOW BID OF $46,150.00 FROM FABER ELECTRIC TO INSTALL AN ELECTRICAL SERVICE LINE TO JOE FROEHLE’S PIVOT AND FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID OUT OF THE WATER DEPARTMENT CAPITAL EXPENDITURES BUDGET LINE ITEM 6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0. 
B.  Job Description for the Part-Time On-Call Public Works Employee 
Stueve explained that a job description had been created for the part-time, on-call Public Works position.  Councilor Theisen inquired whether all of the qualifications listed were required, Stueve explained that they are desirable but not required. 
MOTION WAS MADE BY KNAPP, SECONDED BY THEISEN, TO APPROVE THE JOB DESCRIPTION FOR THE PART-TIME ON CALL PUBLIC WORKS EMPLOYEE POSITION.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.  
C.  Ground Storage Driveway Replacement

Stueve explained that during the landscaping project at the ground storage tank when the timbers were pulled out and a retaining wall was installed, the tar driveway, which was in bad shape, was ripped up even more.  He stated that he obtained two bids to replace the tar driveway. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY KNAPP, SECONDED BY SCHMITZ, TO APPROVE THE LOW BID UP TO $4,700.00 FROM KNIFE RIVER TO REPLACE THE DRIVEWAY AT THE GROUND STORAGE FACILITY, AND FURTHERMORE, TO BE PAID OUT OF THE WATER DEPARTMENT, CAPITAL EXPENDITURES BUDGET LINE ITEM 6413.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

D.  Well Update

Stueve stated that a well proposal has been drafted and copies have been sent to the Minnesota Department of Health for their approval for a certified well.  He stated that the well assessment is completed through the Department of Natural Resources and the well site design has been completed by Stantec, so once approval is given, they will begin drilling the well and testing it. 
CITY ENGINEER REPORT
A.  Main Street 

Lintgen explained that paving should be done by the end of the week and the entire stretch of Main Street will then be open.  
B.  Resolution 2017-42 to Call for the Assessment of the Main Street Reconstruction Project
Lintgen explained that the Assessment Hearing is proposed for October 24, 2017.

MOTION WAS MADE BY MILLER, SECONDED BY KNAPP, TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2017-42, A RESOLUTION SCHEDULING A PUBLIC HEARING AND ADOPTION OF ASSESSMENTS FOR THE MAIN STREET RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.
CITY ADMINISTRATOR REPORT

A.  Letter of Support for St. John’s Boys’ Choir
Murphy explained that a letter of support had been requested by the director of the St. John’s Boys’ Choir for their online marketing materials and book.  She stated there are two to three boys from Cold Spring that are members of the choir. 

MOTION WAS MADE BY THEISEN, SECONDED BY MILLER, TO APPROVE SUBMITTING A LETTER OF SUPPORT FOR THE ST. JOHN’S BOYS’ CHOIR.  MOTION PASSED 5-0.

B.  Update on Nuisance Ordinance

Murphy explained that a draft of the updated nuisance ordinance had been presented to the Council.  She stated that the version presented is modeled after the League of Minnesota Cities, but also has edits from the City Attorney.  She stated that by updating only the nuisance section of City Code, there may be some duplication of sections that are listed in other areas of City Code.  She also added that through a discussion with the City Attorney things like toys, bikes and lawn ornaments do not fall into the category of health, safety and welfare and therefore do not constitute a nuisance, unless the Council wants to add them into the language.  She stated that additional formatting needs to be done to the ordinance and that it will be brought back for final approval in November.  The Council requested that the Public Works Director and Chief of Police also review the ordinance for their feedback.
