CHAPTER IX:   PENAL REGULATIONS
 Section 900 ‑ Regulations Relating to and Providing for Good Order

Section 900:00.  Disturbing Meetings.  No person shall disturb, interfere with, or annoy any congregation, gathering or meeting assembled for religious worship of any kind within this municipality by noise or by conduct of any including but not limited to discharging firearms, blowing horns, ringing bells, hallowing or shouting, by beating, striking, or performing on an instrument or device whatsoever, in such a manner as to produce disagreeable, discordant, or frightful sounds, within the house or place of worship, or so near thereto as to be heard therein.  Nor shall any person disturb or annoy any public or private school of any kind or any public or private school of any kind, or any convention, caucus, or meeting of any political party or any public or private meeting of any church, society or organization of any kind or any public or private meeting or gathering of the people for lawful purposes, family or individual, within this municipality.

Section 900:02.  Disturbing Assembly.  No person shall at any public meeting or other assembly, or in any hotel, tavern, store, shop or other place of business or private residence be guilty 
of any violent, tumultuous, offensive or disorderly conduct or shall make any loud or unusual noise or disturbance, or shall use obscene, offensive, abusive, or profane, or unseemly language to the annoyance, disturbance or vexation of others.

Section 900:04.  Actions of Drunken Persons.  No person, being drunk or intoxicated, shall in any street, alley, or thoroughfare, or in any saloon, bar room, hotel, hall, store, shop, office or other public place in this municipality, touch any person then and there present, not swear at, curse, or otherwise abuse such other person, unless such other person consents thereto. 

Section 900:06.  Breach of Peace.  No person shall make any improper or riotous noise, disturbance or diversion, or make any breach of the peace, or use any threatening, abusive or insulting toward or to another person, or in reference to or in the presence of any member of the family of another, tending to a breach of the peace, in any public or private place within the corporate limits of this municipality.  Nor shall persons collect or congregate together in crowds for unlawful purposes or to the annoyance of any peaceable person within this municipality.

Section 900:08.  Assault or Attack.  No person shall commit any assault or battery of any kind upon, to or toward any other person, or engage in any fight, affray, or quarrel in this municipality.  Nor shall any person throw or cast any stone, stick or other missile upon, or at any building, tree or other public or private property in this municipality nor upon or at any person, or any street, avenue, sidewalk, alley, land or in any public or private place, or on any public or private grounds in this municipality.

Section 900:10.  Improper Use of Animals.  No person shall run, or immoderately ride or drive any horse, mare, gelding or mule faster or at a greater speed than at the rate of six miles an hour, in, along or through any street, alley, or highway or over or upon any public ground or other public place within this municipality.  Nor shall any person ride or drive any horse or other animal within this municipality in such manner as to injure, endanger or unnecessarily annoy or incommode any person.  Nor shall any person in charge of any horse, mule, or team of any kind, or any wagon, sled, sleigh, buggy, carriage or vehicle of any kind, leave, or stop any such horse, mule or team of any kind, or any such wagon, sled, sleigh, buggy, carriage or vehicle of any kind, on any street crossing or alley crossing in this municipality.

Section 900:12.  Unattended Animals.  No person shall leave any horse or mule, or any animal or team of the horse kind, whether attached or unattached to any wagon, sled, sleigh, buggy, carriage or vehicle, standing on any street, alley, lane or public grounds within this municipality, unless such horse, mule, or other animal or team be securely fastened by the head with a rope, halter or chain or otherwise, or the reins or lines be in the hands of some capable person.  No person shall tie, hitch or fasten any horse, mule or other animal to any 
lamppost, fence, or ornamental or shade tree not his own within this municipality.

Section 900:14.  Abuse of Animals.  No person shall within this municipality inhumanely, cruelly, wantonly, or unnecessarily beat, injure, or otherwise misuse or abuse any dumb animal.  Nor shall any person in charge of any horse or mule, or any animal of the horse kind, or any ox, cow, or cattle of any kind, or any team of any kind, allow or permit the same to be and remain hitched, tied or fastened on any street, alley, lane, avenue or public or private ground within this municipality, without proper food and water, for an unreasonable time, nor after any police officer shall have notified such person to care for such horse, mule, ox, cow or other animal, or such team.

Section 900:16.  Hitching Required.  No person shall leave any  horse or mule, or any team in any uninclosed or public place without having fastened, guarded or secured it so as to prevent it running away.  

Section 900:18.  Diseased Animals, Milk, Food or Drink.  No person shall sell, expose, or offer for sale any sick or diseased animal, poultry, or fish to be eaten or used as food.; or the flesh of any sick, diseased or otherwise unwholesome, dead animal, poultry or fish not usually used or deemed wholesome for food or any other unwholesome or unsound provisions or article of food whatever, or any adulterated or pernicious milk, drink or liquors.  Any police officer of this municipality shall seize, or cause to be seized and destroyed any such food, milk, drink or other provisions offered for sale.

Section 900:20  Poison.  No person shall keep, sell or deliver any poison usually known as deadly 
poison, without legibly marking the name thereof and the word "poison" upon the phial, wrapper or other enclosure  containing the same, or whoever shall sell or deliver any arsenic, strychnine, Prussia acid, aconite, laudanum, opium, ammonia, or other drug or poison, usually known or used as a deadly poison known to him without registering the name of such person, and kind and which the same was obtained, and no person shall sell, 

or deliver any such poison to any person to him unknown, but the sale or delivery of any such poison as medicine upon the prescription of a practicing physician, shall not be deemed a violation of this section.

Section 900:22.  Prostitution.  No person in any public or   private place, shall offer or submit his or her body indiscriminately for sexual intercourse, whether or not for a consideration.

Section 900:24.  Indecent Conduct.  No person, in any public or private place, shall engage in, or offer or attempt to engage in, or congregate because of, (a) lewd, lascivious or immoral conduct, (b) the use of slanderous, foul, obscene, or indecent language, (c) the indecent or lascivious exposure or use of the human body, or any part thereof, or (d) behavior, whether by words or acts of a nature to corrupt the public morals or to outrage the sense of public decency.

Section 900:26.  Indecent Exposure.  No person, being over the age of fourteen years, shall wilfully make any indecent exposure of his or her person, in any public place where there are other persons to be offended or annoyed thereby, nor utter or use any obscene or licentious language or words, in the presence or hearing of any person, while within the corporate limits of this municipality.

Section 900:28.  Gaming  House ; Ill Fame.  No person shall keep, maintain, frequent, be an inmate of or connected with or contribute to the support of any disorderly, gaming or bawdy house, house of ill fame or assignation of any place used for the purpose of fornication; or shall knowingly suffer or permit any premises owned or occupied by him or under his control to be used for any such purpose.

Section 900:30.  Allowing Minors to Gamble.  No person, having the cars or control of any billiard table, pigeon hole, bowling alley or card table shall permit any person under the age of eighteen years to play thereon or upon either of the same for money, for liquor, or for past time.  

Section 900:32. Noises Prohibited

Subd. 1.  Definitions. Words and phrases defined in this Section have, when used in this ordinance, the meanings given below.  Any other word or phrase used in this Section, and defined in regulations of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency Noise Pollution Control Rules Chapter 7030, has the meaning given in those regulations.

A. Air Circulation Device shall mean a mechanism designed and used for the controlled flow of air used in ventilation, cooling, or conditioning, including, but not limited to, central and window air conditioning units.

B. L10 shall mean the sound level, expressed in decibels (dBA) which is exceeded 10 percent of the time for a one-hour period, as measured by a sound level meter having characteristics as specified in the latest standards of the American National Standards Institute and using test procedures approved by the City Administrator.

C. L50 shall mean the sound level, expressed in decibels (dBA) which is exceeded 50% of the time for a one-hour period, as measured by a sound level meter having characteristics as specified in the latest standards of the American National Standards Institute and using test procedures approved by the City Administrator.

D. Person shall mean an individual, firm, partnership, corporation, trustee, association, the state and its agencies and subdivisions, or any body of persons whether incorporated or not.  With respect to acts prohibited or required herein, “Person” shall include employees and licensees.

Subd. 2.  General prohibition.  No Person shall make or cause to be made any distinctly and loudly audible noise that unreasonably annoys, disturbs, injures, or endangers the comfort, repose, health, peace, safety, or welfare of any Persons or precludes their enjoyment of property or affects their property’s value.  This general prohibition is not limited by the specific restrictions of the following subdivisions.

Subd. 3.  Motor vehicles.  No Person shall operate a motor vehicle in the city in violation of the motor vehicle noise limits of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency. 

Subd. 4.  Horns, etc.  No Person shall sound any signaling device on any vehicle or stationary location except as a warning of danger, as required by Minn. Stat. 169.68.  This subdivision includes, but is not limited to, vehicle horns and factory whistles.  This subdivision does not apply to church bells.

Subd. 5.  Exhaust.  No Person shall discharge the exhaust, or permit the discharge of the exhaust of any steam engine, stationary internal combustion engine, motor boat, motor vehicle, or snowmobile except through a muffler or other device that effectively prevents loud or explosive noises therefrom and complies with all applicable state laws and regulations.

Subd. 6.  Defective vehicles or loads.  No Person shall use any vehicle so out of repair or so loaded as to create loud and unnecessary grating, grinding, rattling, or other noise.

Subd. 7.  Loading, unloading, unpacking.  No Person shall create loud and excessive noise in loading, unloading, or unpacking any vehicle.

Subd. 8.  Radios, paging system, etc.  No Person shall use or operate or permit the use or operation of any radio receiving set, musical instrument, phonograph, paging system, machine, or other device for the production or reproduction of sound in a distinctly and loudly audible manner as to unreasonably disturb the peace, quiet, and comfort of any Person nearby.  Operation of any such set, instrument, phonograph, machine, or other device between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. in such a manner as to be plainly audible at the property line of the structure or building in which it is located, in the hallway or apartment adjacent, or at a distance of 50 feet if the source is located outside a structure or building shall be prima facie evidence of a violation of this section.

Subd. 9.  Parties & gatherings.  No Person shall participate in any party or other gathering of people giving rise to noise, unreasonably disturbing the peace, quiet or repose of another Person.  When a police officer determines that a gathering is creating such a noise disturbance, the officer may order all Persons present, other than the owner or tenant of the premises where the disturbance is occurring, to disperse immediately.  No Person shall refuse to leave after being ordered by a police officer to do so.  Every owner or tenant of such premises who has knowledge of the disturbance shall make every reasonable effort to see that the disturbance is stopped.

Subd. 10.  Loudspeakers advertising.  No Person shall operate or permit the use or operation of any loudspeaker, sound amplifier, or other device for the production or reproduction of sound on a street or other public place for the purpose of commercial advertising or attracting the attention of the public to any commercial establishment or vehicle without a permit for such use issued by the city.

Subd. 11.  Animals.  No Person shall keep any animal that unreasonably disturbs the comfort or repose of Persons in the vicinity by its frequent or continued noise.  For purposes of this Section, “disturbs the comfort or repose of Persons in the vicinity by its frequent or continued noise” means any one of the following:

A. The animal noise occurs at a time between 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. and can be heard from a location outside the building and premises where the animal is being kept, and the animal has made such noises intermittently for more than three (3) minutes with one minute or less lapse of time between each animal noise during the three minute period; or 

B. The animal noise can be heard from a one block distance from the location of the building and premises where the animal is being kept, and the animal has made such noises intermittently for more than three (3) minutes with one minute or less lapse of time between each animal noise during the three minute period; or 

C. The animal noise can be heard from a location outside the building and premises where the animal is being kept, and the animal has made such noises intermittently for a period of at least five (5) minutes with one minute or less lapse of time between each animal noise during the five minute period.

Subd. 12.  Near institutions.  No Person shall create any excessive noise on a street, alley, or public grounds adjacent to any school, institution of learning, church, or hospital when the noise unreasonably interferes with the working of the institution or disturbs or unduly annoys its occupants or residents and when conspicuous signs indicate the presence of such institution.

Subd. 13.  Recreational vehicles.  No Person shall drive or operate any minibike, snowmobile, or other recreational vehicle not licensed for travel on public highways in such a way as to generate any noise beyond the minimum amounts required to operate such vehicle in the quietest manner possible.

Subd. 14.  Power equipment.  No Person shall operate a power lawn mower, power hedge clipper, chain saw, mulcher, garden tiller, edger, drill, or other similar domestic maintenance equipment except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday or between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday.  Snow removal equipment, lawn maintenance equipment for commercial golf courses, and all City owned equipment are exempt from this provision
.

Subd. 15.  Refuse hauling.  No Person shall collect or remove garbage in any residential district except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday or between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday.

Subd. 16.  Construction activities.  No Person shall engage in or permit construction activities involving the use of any kind of electric, diesel or gas-powered machine or other power equipment except between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. on any weekday or between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. on any weekend or holiday.

Subd. 17.  Maximum noise levels.  No Person shall operate or cause or permit to be operated any source of noise in such a manner as to create a noise level exceeding the limit set in the following table for the receiving land use category when measured at a point of normal human activity of the receiving land use.  A “point of normal human activity” shall generally define any part of a property that is designed or intended to serve as a place where humans may routinely be in any of the following land use districts.  In a Residential district the term shall include any house, attached or detached garages, lawns, gardens, porches, patios, decks, and the like.  Sound measurements may be taken from any floor of a multi-story structure provided that those floors are a point of normal human activity, and such measurements may be taken from inside a structure with the windows opened.  A point of normal human activity shall typically exclude parking lots, rivers, lakes, streams, wet or dry ponds, wooded areas, and the like.
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Subd. 18.  Exemptions.
  The restrictions set forth in Subds. 16 and 17 do not apply to noise originating on public streets and alleys provided that the noise generating activities are conducted by or on behalf of the City.

Subd. 19. Air Circulation Devices.  No Person shall permanently install or place any Air Circulation Device, except a window air conditioning unit, in any outdoor location until the City Administrator determines that the device in that location will comply with the noise levels prescribed in Subd. 17 and issues a permit for the installation.  The noise produced by any window unit and by any existing Air Circulation Device shall be attenuated by means deemed appropriate by the City Administrator, including but not limited to, relocation of such device, if the noise results in or contributes to a violation of Subd. 17.

Subd. 20.  Emergency exception.  Noise created exclusively in the performance of emergency work to preserve the public health, safety, or welfare, or in the performance of emergency work necessary to restore a public service or eliminate a public hazard shall be exempt from the provisions of this Section for a period not to exceed 24 hours after the work is commenced.  Persons responsible for such work shall inform the City Administrator of the need to initiate such work or, if the work is commenced during nonbusiness hours of City Hall, at the beginning of business hours of the first business day thereafter.  Any Person responsible for such emergency work shall take all reasonable actions to minimize the amount of noise.

Subd. 21.  Administration.  Responsibility for the administration of the noise control program established by this ordinance shall be rest with the City Administrator.  Other personnel—particularly of the police department and building inspections department—shall have authority to administer this ordinance whether or not they are acting under the express direction of the City Administrator.

Subd. 22.  Testing procedures.  The City Council shall have the authority to adopt guidelines establishing the test procedures and instrumentation to be used in enforcing the provisions of Subd. 17 imposing noise standards; a copy of such guidelines shall be kept on file in the office of the City Administration and shall be available to the public for reference during office hours.  In the absence of such City-adopted testing guidelines, the measurement methodology in Minnesota Rules shall govern.

Subd. 23.  Studies.  The City Administrator shall conduct such research, monitoring, and other studies related to sound as are necessary or useful in enforcing this ordinance and reducing noise in the city.  The City Administrator shall make such investigations and inspections in accordance with law as required in applying ordinance requirements.

Subd. 24.  Noise impact statements.  The City may require any Person applying to the city for a change in zoning classification or a permit or license for any structure, operation, process, installation, or alteration, or project that may be considered a potential noise source to submit a noise impact statement on a form prescribed by the City.  The City shall evaluate each such statement and take action or approve the license or permit applied for.

Subd. 25.  Other powers and duties.  The City Administrator shall exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as are reasonable and necessary to enforce this ordinance.

Subd. 26.  Variances.  The City Administrator shall have authority to grant a temporary variance to the noise thresholds contained in Subd. 17 for a period of no more than three days; but shall also have the authority to deny such a request if they anticipate that sufficient objection would result regarding the proposed variance.  The Planning Commission shall have authority to consider variance requests from the requirements of this Section that exceed three days in length, and in such cases the variance provisions contained in the Zoning Ordinance shall govern the process.  The decision of the Planning Commission shall be in the form of a recommendation to the City Council, who may affirm, modify, or overrule the action of the Planning Commission. 

Subd. 27.  Application.  Any Person seeking a variance shall file an application with the City Administrator.  In addition to the information that may be requested on the City’s variance application, the application shall state the dates during which the variance is proposed, the location of the noise source, reasons why the variance is sought, steps taken to minimize the noise level and such other information as is required by the City Administrator.

Subd. 28.  Enforcement.  When the City Administrator determines that a noise exceeds the maximum sound level permitted under Subd. 17, they shall give written notice of the violation to the owner or occupant of the premises where the noise originates and order such Person to correct or remove each specified violation within such reasonable time as is prescribed in the notice.  The failure to remove or correct any such violation within the time so prescribed constitutes a violation of this Section.

Subd. 29. Civil Remedies.  This Section may be enforced by injunction, action for abatement, or other appropriate civil remedy.

Subd. 30.  Criminal Penalties.  Any violation of this Section involving the operation of a motor vehicle is a petty misdemeanor and, upon conviction, the violator shall be punished by a fine of up to $300.00.  Every Person who violates any other provision of this ordinance is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall, upon conviction, be subject to a fine of not more than $1,000.00 or imprisonment for a term not to exceed 90 days, or both.  In all cases, the City shall be entitled to collect the costs of prosecution to the extent outlined by law, Rules of Criminal Procedure, and the Rules of Court.  Each act of violation and each day a violation occurs or continues constitutes a separate offense.

Section 900:34.  Swearing.  No person shall in any street, alley or other public place use any profane, offensive, obscene or abusive language, within the hearing of other persons, or shall in any house or building use such language in such a manner that the same may be heard by persons passing along the streets or public highways.

Section 900:36.  Loitering, Police Order to Disperse.

Subd. 1.  It shall be unlawful for any person to loiter,  loaf, wander, stand or remain idle either  alone and/or in consort with others in a public place in such manner so as to violate the provisions of subdivisions of this section which follow.

Subd. 2.  No person shall obstruct any public street, public highway, public sidewalk or any other public place or building by hindering or impeding or tend to hinder or impede the free and uninterrupted passage of vehicles, traffic or pedestrians.

Subd. 3.  No person shall commit, in or upon any public street, public highway, public sidewalk the free and uninterrupted use of property or with any business lawfully conducted by anyone in or upon or facing or fronting on any such public street, public highway, public sidewalk or any other public place or building, all of which prevents the free and uninterrupted ingress, egress,  and regress, therein, thereon and thereto.

Subd. 4.  When any person causes or commits any of the condition enumerated in the foregoing subdivisions of this section, a police officer or any law enforcement officer shall order  that person to stop causing or committing such conditions and to move on or disperse.  Any person who fails or refuses to obey such orders shall be guilty of a violation of the section.

Section 900:38.  Unlawful Assembly.  No two or more persons shall assemble at any place within the corporate limits of this municipality for the purpose of disturbing the peace or of committing any unlawful act, and fail, neglect, or refuse to disperse when commanded or requested by any peace officer.

Section 900:40.  Threats, Noise, Fighting.  No person shall wilfully and maliciously or wantonly disturb the peace or spirit of this municipality by making loud or unusual noises, or by tumultuous threatening, or offensive carriage, by fighting or threatening to fight, or by any other disorderly conduct or in any other manner.

Section 900:42.  Resisting Police Officer.  No person shall  resist the marshal or any police or other peace officer or any person called to assist him or them in the discharge of official duty, or threaten so to or ordain the same to be done or shall in any way hinder, interfere with or prevent such officer or assistant or either of them from any person in custody of the marshal or other peace officer or assistant to escape or attempt to escape from such custody of such officer or either  of them or who shall rescue any person so in custody.

Section 900:44.  Obstructing Police Officers.  No person shall within this municipality prevent, obstruct, hinder, resist or attempt to prevent, obstruct, hinder or resist any police officer in the execution or service of any process, civil or criminal, or in the performance of any official duty.

Section 900:46.  Assisting Police Officer.  It shall be the duty  of all persons in this municipality when called upon by the marshal or other peace officer to promptly aid, assist him in the discharge of his duties.  Whoever shall neglect or refuse to give such assistance shall be guilty of a penal offense.

Section 900:48.  Obstructing Justice.
 Subd. 1.  Threats.  No person shall directly or indirectly address any threat or intimidation to a public officer or to a referee, arbitrator, appraiser or assessor or to any other person authorized by law to hear or determine any controversy or matter with intent to induce him contrary to his duty to his duty to do or make or to omit or delay any act, decision or determination.

Subd. 2.  Conspiracy.  No two or more persons shall conspire to commit any act injurious to public health, public morals, trade or commerce or for the perversion or obstruction of public justice or the due administration of the law.

Subd. 3.  Obstructing Legal Process or Arrest.  No person shall intentionally obstruct, hinder, or prevent the lawful  execution of any legal process, civil or criminal, or apprehension of another on a charge or conviction of a criminal offense or interfere with a peace officer while the officer is engaged in the performance of his official duties.

Subd. 4.  Falsely Reporting Crime.  No person shall inform a law enforcement officer that  a crime has been committed, knowing that it is false and intending that the officer shall act in reliance upon it.

Section 900:50.  Dangerous Sidewalks and Openings.  No person shall keep or leave open, or allow, or permit to be left open, any cellar door, or any grating, or other opening in any sidewalk, or any highway in this municipality, nor shall any person allow or permit any public sidewalk on his premises in this municipality to become, or continue so broken or in such condition as to endanger the life or limb of any person.

Section 900:52.  Spitting Upon Sidewalk.  The spitting upon the sidewalks or the floors or walks or hangings or furnishing of any public building or store or any other place where the public assembles, is hereby prohibited.

Section 900:54.  Animals on Sidewalk.  No person shall ride, drive or lead or have any horse, colt, mule, or any animal of the horse kind, nor any ox or cow or any animal of the cattle kind, or any sheep or swine upon, onto, over, or across any public sidewalk in this municipality except where the crossing of any such sidewalk by any such animal may be necessary to the ingress and egress to or from any stable or barn.

Section 900:56.  Throwing Articles in Public Places.  No person shall cast, hurl, throw, or roll any rock, stone, earth, sand, wood, trees, timber or other thing wantonly, negligently and for no useful or necessary purpose on or upon any public square, highway, street, alley, hill or 
bluff.

Section 900:58.  Unhealthful Matter.  No person shall permit or allow any offal, filth, manure, or  offensive matter of any kind to accumulate or remain on that portion of any street or alley abutting on the front, rear, or side of the premises owned or occupied by him and such persons shall remove such materials within twelve hours after being notified by the Board of Health, Mayor, or Marshal to do so.

Section 900:60.  False Alarm.  No person shall make a false alarm of fire, or any false cry for assistance.

Section 900:62.  Obscene Display.  No person shall give or offer for sale any indecent, obscene, or lewd book, picture, statue or other thing; or shall exhibit or perform any indecent, obscene, or lewd play, exhibition or other representation.

Section 900:64.  Obscene Marking in Public Place.  No person shall, in any place open to public view, write, mark, draw, cut or make any obscene, lewd or indecent word or sentence, design or figure.

Section 900:66.  Unlawful Exhibit of Animals.  No person shall indecently exhibit any stud horse, bull, jackass or other like animal in any public place or shall let to produce foal or young.

Section 900:68.  Malicious Destruction of Public Property.  No person shall wilfully, maliciously or negligently deface,  break, destroy or injure any public property of the State, County or this municipality, including but not limited to:

a.  A highway or private way laid out by authority of law or bridge upon such public or private way;

b.  A mile board, milestone or guide post erected upon a highway or any inscription thereon;

c.  A line of telegraph or telephone or any part thereof or any appurtenance or apparatus connected with the working  of any magnetic or electric telegraph or telephone or the sending or conveying of messages thereby;

d.  The pipe or main for conducting gas or water or heat or  any works erected for  supplying building with gas or water or heat or any appurtenance or appendage connected therewith.

Section 900:70.  Damage to Structures.  No person or persons shall break or destroy any windows or doors or in any other manner mutilate, injure, or damage any portion of any building, outhouse, fence, wall or gate occupied or unoccupied within the corporate limits of this municipality. 

Section 900:72.  Malicious Destruction of Cemetery Property. No person shall, without authority, carry away or remove, or shall wilfully, maliciously or negligently deface, break, destroy, or injure any monument, tombstone, tree, shrub or railing, fence or other property, article, or thing, belonging to any cemetery, or burying  ground within the municipality, or placed or need therein, for ornament or  otherwise; or shall trespass on or maltreat any grave therein.

Section 900:74.  Malicious Destruction of Land Markers and Street Facilities.  No person shall wilfully, maliciously or negligently, deface, break, destroy or injure any survey monument or mark, inscription, stone, tree, rod, post, stake or fixture for designating or noting lines, corners, boundaries of any land lot, street, lane, squares, or alley, or any street lamp, lamp post, telegraph post or telegraph wire or any hitching post, or ring or staple for hitching horses, animal or teams. 

Section 900:76.  Unauthorized Extinguishing Street Lights.  No person shall, without due authority, light or extinguish any street lamp.

Section 900:78.  Lamp Posts.  No person shall climb up any street lamp post, without due authority, or shall fasten any horse or other animal thereto, or shall place any goods, boxes, wood or other substance against the same.

Section 900:80.  Malicious Destruction of Sewer or Water Facilities.  No person shall wilfully destroy or injure any sewer, main, connection drain, truck, culvert; nor any water main, connection, hydrant, well, pump, cistern, or tank reservoir, constructed for the purpose of supplying the municipality or its citizens with water.

Section 900:82.  Plants, Shrubs, Fences, Etc., Protected.   No person shall without the consent of 
 the owner or occupant of the premises, fasten any horse or other animal to any fence, 
 railing or tree, or to any boxing placed around any tree; or shall wilfully, maliciously 
 or negligently in any manner injure, deface, ruin or destroy any ornamented or shade tree, or boxing placed around the same, or any shrub, fence, railing, grate or sign, upon any 
 public grounds; sidewalk or private premises; or shall trespass upon any private premises or public grounds, and injure, carry away or destroy any tree, fruit, vegetable, plant, shrub, or other thing which may be therein for ornament or otherwise.

Section 900:84.  Crops.  No person shall maliciously injure or destroy any standing crops, grain, cultivated fruits or vegetables, the property of another.

SECTION 905 ‑ BAD CHECKS
Section 905:00.  Issuance of Worthless Checks.
Subd. 1.  Definitions.  "Credit" means an arrangement or understanding with the drawee for the payment of any check or other order for the payment of money to which this ordinance applies.

Subd. 2.   Issuance of Worthless Checks Prohibited.  Whoever issues any check, draft, or other order for the payment of money which, at the time of issuance, he intends shall not be paid, shall be guilty of a penal offense and upon conviction thereof may be sentenced to imprisonment for not more than 90 days or to a payment of a fine of no more than $300.00 or both. 

Subd. 3.  Proof of Intent.  Any of the following is and shall constitute evidence sufficient to sustain a finding by any court that the person at the time he issued any check, draft or other order for the payment of money, intended it should not be paid.

1.
Proof that, at the time of issuance, he did not have an account with the drawee; or

2.
Proof that, at the tie of issuance, he did not have sufficient fund or credit with the drawee and that he failed within five days after receiving notice of non‑payment or dishonor to pay the check, draft or other order; or

3.
Proof that when presentment was made within a reasonable time, the issuer did not have sufficient funds or credit with the drawee and that he failed within five days after receiving notice of nonpayment or dishonor to pay the check, draft or other order.

Subd. 4.  Proof of Lack of Funds or Credit.  If the check, draft or other order for the payment of money has been protested, the notice of protest thereof is admissible as proof of presentation, nonpayment and protest, and is lack of funds or credit with the drawee.

Subd. 5.  Exceptions.  This ordinance shall not apply to any postdated check or to any  check, draft or other order given for a past consideration, except a payroll check.

SECTION 910 ‑ BETTING
Section 910:00.  Definitions.
Subd. 1.  Unless the context clearly indicates otherwise, the words, combinations of words, terms, and phrases, as used in Section 910:00 et seq. shall have the meanings set forth in the subdivisions of this section which follow.

Subd. 2.  Bet.  A bet is a bargain whereby the parties mutually agree to a gain or loss by one to the other of  specified money, property or benefit dependent upon chance although the chance is accompanied by some element of skill.

Subd. 3.  What Are Not Bets.  The following are not bets:

a.  A contract to insure, indemnify, guarantee or otherwise compensate another for a harm or loss sustained, even though the loss depends upon chance.

b.  A contract for the purchase or sale at a future date of securities or other commodities.

c.  Offers of purses, prizes, or premiums to the actual contestants in any bona fide contest for the determination of skill, speed, strength, endurance, or quality or to bona fide  owners of animals or other property entered in such a contest.

d.  The game of bingo as provided in Minnesota Statutes, Sections 349.02 and 349.03

e.  A private social bet not part of or incidental to organized, or systematic gambling.

Section 910:05.  Betting Prohibited.  No person nor persons shall bet money or other property at or upon any game or upon the result of any game or gambling device within this municipality.

SECTION 915 ‑ CURFEW
Section 915:00.   Curfew.
Subd. 1.  Violations by Minors.   It shall be unlawful for any minor under the age of 16 years, except as provided in Subdivision 2, to loiter, wander on any streets, alleys, parks, playgrounds, or other public grounds or buildings, places of amusement, entertainment, refreshment, vacant lots or any other place not supervised by a parent or guardian between the hours of 10:30 p.m. - 5:00 a.m. on Sunday through Thursday and 11:30 p.m. - 5:00 a.m. on Fridays and Saturdays.

Subd. 2.  Exceptions.   The restrictions set forth in Subdivision 1 do not apply when the minor:

a.
Is accompanied by a parent or guardian or other person having been placed in the care of the minor.

b.
Is returning home within 30 minutes of a designated school- or church-related activity.  The event and conclusion time may be verified by any adult employee of the respected school or any employee or volunteer of the church.

c.
Is on an emergency errand or other legitimate activity directed by the parent or guardian or other adult having the lawful care of the minor.

Subd. 3.   Penalties.   Any minor found to be in violation of this section shall be guilty of a petty misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $200.00.

Subd. 4.   Enforcement.   Enforcement of this ordinance will be the prime responsibility of the parents.  In the event the police find the minor in violation of this ordinance, the police may transport the minor to his or her residence and deliver the minor to the custody of his 
or her parent or guardian.  In the absence of the parent or guardian, the police shall ascertain that the minor is within his or her residence before leaving the minor.  Any parent or guardian found to be in violation of Section 915 shall be guilty of a petty misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $200.00.  This ordinance shall not be construed as placing a greater duty on the police to care for the safety of the minors than would generally exist under the law.

SECTION 920 ‑TELEPHONE, HOAX CALLS AND BOMB THREATS
Section 920:00.  Unlawful Use of Telephone.  It shall be unlawful for any person to use a telephone located within the corporate limits of this municipality to make, or cause to be made, a telephone call to any other person within or without the municipality with intent as a hoax to threaten to bomb, or threaten that a bomb or other explosive devices have been placed in any building or in any location other than a building.

Section 920:05.  Hoax or Bomb Threat.  It shall be unlawful for any person to make or cause to  be made a telephone call with intent as a hoax to threaten to bomb, or threaten that a bomb or other explosive devices have been placed in any  building in the municipality or 
 in any location in the municipality other than a building.

Section 920:10.  Permit Use of Telephone.  It shall be unlawful for any person knowingly to permit any telephone under his control to be used for any unlawful purpose described in Section 920:00 of this code.

Section 920:15.  Permit Use of Telephone.  It shall be unlawful for any person knowingly to permit any telephone under his control to be used for any unlawful purpose described in Section 920:05 of this code.

SECTION 925 ‑ WEAPONS
Section 925:00.  Definition of Deadly Weapons.  The term "deadly weapons" as used herein shall include the following; 1) All firearms;  2) Bows and arrows when the arrows are pointed tipped;  3) All instruments used to expel at high velocity any pellets of any kind, including, but not limited to B‑B guns and air rifles;  4) Sling shots;  5) Sand Clubs; 6) Metal 
knuckles;  and 7) Daggers dirks, stilettoes, switch  blade knife, spring blade knife, or push button knife.

Section 925:05.  Prohibition.  Except as herein specifically authorized, all discharging and use of deadly weapons within the corporate limits of Cold Spring are hereby prohibited.

Section 925:10.  Aiming Prohibited.  The aiming of any deadly weapon, whether loaded or not, at or toward any human being is hereby prohibited.

Section 925:15.  Minors.  The selling, giving, loaning, or furnishing in any way of any deadly weapon to a minor under the age of 18 years without the written consent of his parents or guardian, or of a police officer or magistrate is hereby prohibited.

Section 925:20.  Under 14 Years.  No minor under the age of 14 years shall handle or have in his possession or under his control, except while accompanied by or under the immediate charge of his parent or guardian, any deadly weapon.

Section 925:25.  Concealed.  The possession by any person other than a public officer of any deadly weapon concealed or furtively carried on the person is hereby prohibited.

Section 925:30.  Defense.  Nothing in this section shall be construed to include any firing of a gun or use of other weapons when done in the lawful defense of persons or property or family, or the necessary enforcement of the law.

Section 925:35.  Permits.  Subject to reasonable regulation by the Council for the protection of persons and property, the Council may issue special permits to duly organized clubs and their members for shooting or practicing on lands owned or leased by the club or trap shooters shooting on grounds selected for that purpose, or to persons firing salutes over the graves of deceased person. 

Section 925:40.  Hunting Permits.  Subject to reasonable regulations, the Council may issue special permits for 

hunting or shooting on undeveloped lands, but such permits shall be issued only with the consent of the owners of such lands.

Section 925:45.  Issuance of Hunting Permits.  The permits provided by the previous sections shall be issued in the discretion of the Chief of Police.  Appeals may be taken from his determination to the Council.  No permits issued under this section shall be deemed valid unless they be in writing and in the possession of the person using the permit.

Section 925:50.  Discharge of Firearms.  No person shall discharge, fire, set off, or explode any cannon, gun, fowling piece, revolver, pistol, or firearm of any kind, within this municipality, unless done in the lawful defense of person, family or property, or when necessary for the enforcement of the laws, without a written permit from the Council.

SECTION 930 – VIOLATION OF ESTABLISHED RULES 

FOR THE SKATEBOARD PARK
Section 930:00.  Violation of Rules for Skateboard Park Established. 

Subd. 1.  Violation. It shall be unlawful for an individual to violate the posted rules established for the Cold Spring Skateboard Park as may be amended from time to time.

Subd. 2.  Penalties. Individuals found to be in violation of posted rules shall have the bike, skateboard, radio or other equipment, instruments or objects employed or involved in the violation of this Ordinance immediately confiscated.  

Subd. 3.  Reclaiming Property. Property confiscated in this manner may be reclaimed by the rightful owner only after ownership has been sufficiently demonstrated, and only after applicable fees have been remitted to the City of Cold Spring.  Confiscated equipment will remain in City possession for a period of not less than 48 hours or 96 hours for repeated violations, excluding weekends.  Property unclaimed after three weeks will be disposed of in a manner deemed appropriate by the City.

Subd. 4.  Fees for Reclaiming Property. The City Council shall adopt from time to time the fee for reclaiming property confiscated from the skateboard park.  There shall be a minimum of two fees so established; with the second greater than the first, which shall be imposed for repeated violations by the same individual.

Subd. 5.  Enforcement. Enforcement of this Ordinance shall be the responsibility of the Cold Spring Police Department.
