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SEATS TO OPEN ON COLD SPRING CITY

COMMISSIONS

he City invites you to become more involved

in the city you live in by serving on the
Economic Development Authority, Planning
Commission or Park Board. There will be one
opening on each of the three boards with all
terms starting on January 1, 2018. Watch the
Cold Spring Record for notice when the
applications are available.

The EDA Board plays an important role
in working to help businesses or other
organizations succeed in Cold Spring. The
minimum commitment required is attendance of
monthly meetings, but the EDA occasionally
creates subcommittees to work on specific
projects. The meetings tend to be very casual,
and provide an opportunity for you to learn
about all that is happening in your community.
EDA terms are six years, but it is simple to
appoint a replacement if a member cannot or
wishes not to complete that lengthy term. The
open position on the EDA is for the six-year
term which will expire on December 31, 2023.

As Cold Spring continues to grow in both
the residential and commercial areas, Planning
Commission members have an important role in
the decisions that need to be made for the City.
Approval of plats, variances, lot subdivisions
and consolidations, and zoning ordinances are a
few of the issues that can come before the
Planning  Commission. The  Planning
Commission meets monthly, but also has
additional meetings from time to time. The open
position is for a four-year term which will expire
on December 31, 2021.

The Park Board meets on a quarterly
basis, but also does occasionally create

subcommittees to work on specific projects. The
meetings tend to be very casual, and provide an
opportunity to  learn  about  exciting
improvements with parks and parkland in our
community. Applicants should have a strong
interest in the City’s parks, open space and
recreational amenities. The open position on the
Park Board is a four-year term which will expire
on December 31, 2021.

No experience is needed to participate on
any of the boards, just a positive attitude and an
interest in making beneficial decisions for
Improving our community. Members are paid
$25 for their monthly or quarterly meetings.
Too often, qualified citizens are intimidated by
the notion of seeking participation on such
groups, but considering that it is the City’s
objective to ensure all boards and commissions
are representative of the public, we are looking
for people of all walks of life.

WINTER PARKING REGULATIONS IN

EFFECT

he City of Cold Spring would like to remind

residents of the snow parking regulations in
the City. Anytime we receive an inch or more
of falling or blowing snow, all vehicles parked
on the streets need to be removed. When
vehicles are parked on the street they are issued
a snow parking ticket with a fine of $30, and in
some cases the vehicles are towed.

In addition to the snow parking
regulations the City also requires residents to
remove the snow or ice from the sidewalk in
front of their property (snow should NOT be



blown or shoveled into the street). After the
snow stops falling, residents have twelve hours
to remove the snow and ice from their sidewalk.
If residents or businesses do not clear the
sidewalk they can be issued a citation.

A reminder to all students at Rocori High
School, the winter parking regulations apply to
the on- street parking in the neighborhoods that
are adjacent to the school campus. If a one inch
of falling or blowing snow is received, city staff
will plow that area and the police department
WILL cite cars parked in violation of the winter
parking rules.

The Public Works Department also
reminds residents on trash days to place their
garbage containers on the boulevard, not in the
street.  Snowplows cannot easily maneuver
around garbage cans and end up knocking them
over if they are in the street.

Lastly, the Fire Department requests that
you clear snow from around the fire hydrants
near your property. In the case of a fire,
valuable minutes can be saved by allowing
firefighters easy access to a hydrant.

DOG LICENSES DUE JANUARY 1°7
The City of Cold Spring would like to remind

residents to renew their dog licenses by
January 1% as regulated by City Ordinance.

Currently, the fees are $5 for a dog that is
fixed and $10 if it is not. In addition to the fee, a
copy of the rabies shot is required. Generally,
rabies shots expire every two years. Owners still
need to renew their license now even if their
dog’s shots don’t expire until later in 2018.

We also encourage previous dog owners
that no longer have their dog to call City Hall to
have our records updated. All licenses renewed
after January 31% will have a $10.00 surcharge
added to the license fee. Dog owners that fail to
renew their dog licenses will be issued citations
in March. For questions regarding dog licenses
please call City Hall at 685-3653.

TRANSPORTATION PLANNING

he City of Cold Spring does not have a road

or street project planned for the next coming
years. Stearns County Highway Department has
identified County Road 158 (also known as 1%
Street S) for overlay improvements starting from
Highway 23 and going east to Red River
Avenue. The anticipated date for this project is
2019.

SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL UPDATE
he City of Cold Spring partnered with the
Rocori School District in 2012 to apply for a

Safe Routes to School Grant. The purpose of
that grant was to acquire the funding needed to
improve the sidewalk access to the Rocori
Campus in Cold Spring via County Road 2.

A route will be a new eight foot concrete
trail along the west side of County Road 2,
extending from the south side of the ROCORI
District School property to the baseball fields on
the Northside. The trail will be mainly on School
property, with a sidewalk branch to connect with
the east entry sidewalk of the Cold Spring
Elementary School. A new six foot concrete
sidewalk will be constructed on the east side
of County Road 2 from the Cold Spring Clinic to
River Oaks Drive. Both the trail and sidewalk
will tie into existing facilities at their southern
ends.

Also, a flashing pedestrian crosswalk light
and an electronic speed sign will be added at a
new crosswalk located where River Oaks Drive
meets County Road 2.

CiTY DEPARTMENT HEAD BIO’S

In the last two years there has been a lot of

change to the Department Head Positions for
all departments in the City of Cold Spring. The
first position to receive a new face was the
Director of Public Works. Jon Stueve was hired
in September 2015 to replace former Director
Paul Hoeschen. Stueve came to Cold Spring
from Freeport Public Works where he was the



Public Works Director and before that worked as
a wastewater operator for the City of Litchfield.
He is married with two children (and a third on
the way, congratulate him when you see him out
and about).

In May 2016, Brigid Murphy started as
the City Administrator, replacing Paul Hetland
who left in 2015. Murphy came to the City after
serving for 16 years in various positions with
The Minnesota Judicial Branch, most recently as
Manager of the Criminal Division in the Anoka
County Court Administrator’s Office. Murphy
Is married with two children.

Finally, the last Department Head to join
the Management Team for the City of Cold
Spring is Jason Blum who was appointed Chief
of Police in May 2017. Blum was promoted
after serving three years as the Sergeant of the
Department and seven years as a patrol officer
for the Cold Spring/Richmond Police
Department.  Blum is married with three
children.

ONLINE BILL PAYMENT COMING
M any have asked over the years about paying
your City bills online or with a credit card
and the answer was always, “No, not yet”. That
answer is going to be changing in 2018.

Although we have provided for auto-
transfer from checking accounts for utility bills,
the City of Cold Spring will soon have the
ability to accept payment by credit or debit card.
Starting in early 2018 residents will also have
the ability to pay utility bills online through a
link on the City website.

When paying online there will be a $1
transaction fee for payments made from
checking or savings accounts. When paying by
credit card there will be a 2.75% transactional
fee, plus an additional fee of $0.50 if the amount
due is under $100.00.
